Trail Description: The Center Trail is a connecting section of the Greal Western Trail,
which ultimately spans the United States from Canada to Mexico. During its winding travels,
the north — south traveling Center Trail intersects the east — west traveling 5 ixth Water
Divide, Fifth Water, Fourth Water and Cottonwood Second Water trails, This trail is a little
known infrequently fraveled trail system hidden in the upper Diamond Fork basin. This
remote trail traverses rolling hills sliced by trickling crecks. '

Aceess: Trom 1-15 take the Price exit (261). This road becomes Highway 6 and travels
through Spanish Fork Canyon, Continue on this road for 10 miles, tarn lefl on the Diamond
Forlk turn ofF (Forest Road 29), Follow the road until the pavement ends at Springviile
Crossing and then take the right fork, When you come Lo another fork in the road, take the
loft fork. This will take you down Dip Vat, A four-wheel-drive, high elearance vehicle is
NECESHATY.

Access 2: From 1-15 take the Price exit (261). This road becomes Highway 6 and travels
through Spanish Fork Camyon. Continue on this road for 20 miles, turn feft on the Sheep
Creek turnoff (Forest Road 051). Follow Sheep Creck Road for 9.1 miles. On the right side
of the road js the lagt part of the Cottonwood-Second Water Trail that connects with the
Clenter Trail and ends at Indian Springs Road.

Trail Description: The Cottonwood-Second Water Trail is a moderate, yet long hike
fallowing and crossing the stream several times. The trail is good for mountain biking. The
irail has a lot of elevation changes with an overall, gentle climb through maple, oak and small
conifer stands. Because this path is 80 near the streambed, trail erosion s sometimes a
problem. Careful travel is recommended. .
Access 10 IFrom I-15 take the Price exit (261). This road becomes Highway 6 and travels
through Spanish Fork Canyon. Continue on this road for 10 miles, turn left on the Diamond
Fork turn off (Forest Road 29). The Three Forks trailhead is located on the right hand side of
fhis main road about four miles past Diamond Campground. The ¢ ‘ottonwood-Second Water
Trail can be found to the right and across the foot-bridge (the lelt one is Fifth Water). There
i also a restroom there now, and a bigger parking area,

Access 2: From [-15 take the Price exit (201). This road becomes Highway 6 and travels
through Spanish Fork Canyon. Continue on this road for 20 miles, turn left on the Sheep
Creck turnoff (Forest Road 051). Stay on this road for approximately nine miles until Rays
Valley Turn-off on the left. Follow Sheep Creek Road for 9.1 miles. The traithead to Three
Torks is on the lefi side of the road. On the right side of the road is the last part of the
Cottonwood-Second Water Trail that connects with the Center Trail and ends al Indian
Springs Road,

Trail Description: The trail starts at the gate and follows a creck bed up the canyon. Afler
about ¥4 a mile the creek bed forks and so does the trail, The fork is marked with a carsonite
sign. ‘T'ake the left fork for Dry Canyon (0U3), and the right fork for the Dry Canyon cutoff
(128 and 128A), From the fork the trail continues to follow the drainage through maple and
oale brush and at one point goes through an old stand of ponderosa pine. Onee you come out
of the drainage the trail begins fo enter into some meadows. At this point the trail may be
difficult to Follow, look for brown Forest Service carsonite markers heading up an oak brush
ridgeline. Onee you reach the top, the trail winds around the hill where it descends into the
telt fork of Hobble Cresk (forest road i#132)

Aveess: From I-15 take the Springville exit 263 head cast (fowards Springville) on 400
South for about 7 miles until you come to a 4-way stop. Turn right at the d-way stop onto
Canyon Road, continue past the Hobble Creck Golf Course, when the road forks, take the
right fork and go 9 miles. The trailhead is on the left side of the road under some trees and
sext fo sotme horse cotrals. There is parking available here and the trailhead starts through the
frate.
